Cedral Tassoni, the house of citron: a story of 100% Italian quality 

Two centuries of history, the same family running the company since four generations, a controlled production chain which produces its own aromas, and a brand that Italians still embrace as a guarantee of timeless quality. These are the characteristics of Cedral Tassoni, the Italian company which, since 1793, has had its headquarters in Salò, on the Brescia side of Lake Garda, where the apothecaries of the riviera processed citron to produce a local cordial, Acqua di Tutto Cedro. 
During the second half of the 1800s, the historic “Spezieria” was recognized as a Pharmacy and continued to produce liqueurs; this was followed by the production of syrups and the great success of Cedrata Tassoni, the syrup whose inimitable flavor is aromatized with citron. The public enthusiastically adopted this new product which, in the 1950s, became the basis of Tassoni Soda, “the Cedrata that is already prepared in the ideal measure.” Today, Cedrata is present on the European market in the United Kingdom, France, Belgium, Switzerland, Romania, Hungary, Slovenia, Holland, Russia, and Malta, and it can also be found outside Europe, in the United States, Canada, Korea, the Arab Emirates, and, most recently, Australia. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]After introducing Tonica Superfine Tassoni, already a cult at Milan’s top clubs thanks to its unique recipe which combines the natural aroma of citron with quassia instead of quinine and uses only a small amount of sugar, Cedral Tassoni launched the third premium soft drink of the House of Citron: Fior di Sambuco. The small white flowers are extracted in water, obtaining an infusion with a flowery and fruity aroma which calls to mind muscat. Distilled lemon peel completes the fragrance, adding its hallmark fresh and sparkling note.
The product line is rounded out by the syrups, in the Liberty and classic versions, and by ten premium liqueurs—Anice; Anesone Triduo; Menta Glaciale, both white and green; Cedral Duplex; Acqua di Tutto Cedro; Cedralina; Bitter; Amaro; and Sambuca—which have been renewed by updating the ancient recipes and returning to the historic labels to reflect the taste of our increasingly go-ahead and quality conscious clientele.
By innovating within tradition, Cedral Tassoni continues to produce its own aromas as it always has, offering its consumers natural beverages that pay careful attention to the highest quality standards, for the best and most authentic of the Made in Italy brand.
